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Sunday 12 January 2025 : The Baptism of the Lord

The Baptism of the Lord in this Sunday’s Gospel tells us something about our own baptism: the
manifestation of the Holy Trinity reveals that the baptised person enjoys relationship with God: a
child of the Heavenly Father, a member of the Body of Christ, and a temple of the Holy Spirit.
Every priest can say the words of John the Baptist: “| baptise you with water, but Christ will baptise
you with the Holy Spirit.” Priests love to baptise, because every baptism is a person brought into
relationship with God. Parents and grandparents! Please bring your children for baptism as soon
as possible after they are born. This Sacrament is important! Please don’t wait to bring your baby
to the saving waters of Baptism, “the washing of regeneration and renewal of the Holy Spirit,
whom God poured out on us richly through Jesus Christ our Saviour.” (Titus 3:5-6)
